Draining in Exhaust Stub”, dated April 2003. It concerns possible discharge of drained fuel into the ail
cooler air inlet duct.

Background

The French DGAC hasn't issued an Airworthiness Directive on this SB. SOCATA listed the SB as
“Recommended” for aircraft serial numbers 216-232, 234-236, 238, 239, and 241-243.

Recommendation

We recommend that you accomplish the inspections per the required compliance time stated in the SB.
