This document specifies the special requirements and conditions to be satisfied for the
certification and use of aeronautical products in the Kingdom of Bahrain, imported
from the United States. For all Class I, 11, and 111 aeronautical products to be eligible
for export to Bahrain, the provisions prescribed in Title 14 of the Code of Federal
Regulations (14 CFR) part 21, Subpart L must be complied with, as applicable.

New Aircraft

2.1.1.1 Each aircraft imported to Bahrain must be accompanied by the following documents:

@) An FAA Form 8130-4, Export Certificate of Airworthiness (C of A), issued in
accordance with Title 14 Code of Federal Regulations (14 CFR), part 21,
subpart L. The year of manufacture and serial number of the aircraft, as well
as the serial number for each aircraft engine or propeller, must be stated on the
Export C of A.

(b) Statement of non-registration or de-registration.
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(©) A listing of all incorporated Supplemental Type Certificates for approved
major modifications.

(d) One copy each of the following documents: FAA Approved Flight Manual,
Operating Manual/Owners Manual, Maintenance Manual.

(e)  List of applicable and incorporated FAA Airworthiness Directives, to include:
)} A declaration of compliance with all Airworthiness Directives issued
by the FAA must be provided, and where optional means of
compliance are offered, the means chosen shall be stated; and
(i) FAA Airworthiness Directives containing repetitive compliance
requirements must be identified. Information as to when the next

compliance is due must also be provided.
