Enhanced Level 6 FSTD for PC Checks

Recent publications regarding the Instrument Practical Test Standards (PTS) have been interpreted to prevent the use of certain enhanced Level 6 Flight Training Devices for Instrument Proficiency Checks (IPC) due to the PTS requirements for circling approaches. Those devices that have been qualified for circling approaches shall be considered appropriate to use during IPCs. FTDs that are qualified for circling approaches that were used for IPCs prior to August 1, 1996 can also be considered to  qualify for use under 14 CFR part 61.4 (b) as they are “…functioning as they were originally accepted or approved…”  

All qualified advanced flight simulation devices that were previously used to conduct IPCs, and can be shown to continue to function as they were “…originally accepted or approved…” prior to August 1, 1996, can continue to be used to conduct IPCs. 
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
