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Ann Azevedo Selected as Recipient of Prestigious Award

that Recognizes Outstanding Federal Government Service

Ann Azevedo, a FAA Safety/Risk Analysis Engineer, has been selected as a recipient of the 54th Annual Arthur S. Flemming Award in the applied science category for the year 2002.

The Flemming Award recognizes career employees who have performed outstanding and meritorious work for the federal government in the following categories: scientific, administrative and applied science. Employees who are nominated for the Flemming Award have at least three but no more than 15 years of federal service. Azevedo will receive her award in Washington D.C. on June 5.

The award, administered by The George Washington University, is named after Arthur Sherwood Flemming, whose federal career spanned seven decades and included appointments as the Secretary of the U.S. Department of Health, Education and Welfare and chairperson of the U. S. Commission on Civil Rights. 

Azevedo, a resident of Tolland, Connecticut, is assigned to the FAA’s Aircraft Certification Service, Engine and Propeller Directorate, which is based in Burlington, Massachusetts.

The Flemming Awards Program requires that each nomination make clear the nature and significance of the nominee’s accomplishments and the nominee’s specific role in that effort. Azevedo’s work in developing data-driven solutions to reduce the commercial aviation accident rate worldwide over the last four years is a good example of why she deserved to be considered for the award. She accomplished this as a pivotal member of the Commercial Aviation Safety Team (CAST).

“Ann is a key member of the Safer Skies effort,” said Jay Pardee, Manager of the Aircraft Certification Service’s Engine and Propeller Directorate. “Thanks to her in-depth analyses of the potential risk of air safety hazards, Safer Skies team members have developed interventions that have drastically reduced the threat of future commercial accidents.”

CAST includes members from the Federal Aviation Administration, National Aeronautics and Space Administration, Air Line Pilots Association, Air Transport Association, airlines and engine manufacturers. Since its inception in 1997, CAST members have worked ceaselessly to identify and implement a data-driven safety enhancement program designed to continuously reduce commercial aviation accidents.

Azevedo holds a Bachelor of Science Degree from Stevens Institute of Technology and a Master of Science Degree in Mechanical Engineering from Rensslear Polytechnic Institute. She is also the co-author of numerous multi-media publications on engine and propeller related topics. These instructional materials have been distributed to government agencies, national and international airlines and operators for training activities and have been widely used by manufacturers, simulator developers, operators, and regulators in the pilot training syllabi of major, national and regional carriers.

The Flight Safety Foundation has used these publications for national and international presentations and training. Azevedo has also developed course material and has been an instructor in Continued Operational Safety Management (COSM) at the FAA Academy in Oklahoma City, Oklahoma.
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
