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Boston Center Cops Top Honors for 1999

The Federal Aviation Administration’s Boston Air Route Traffic Control Center in Nashua, New Hampshire, has been selected by FAA as the National Enroute Facility of the Year for 1999.


Improvements in operational efficiencies, successful air traffic control modernization efforts and improved employee training are among the reasons cited for Boston Center’s selection as the number one enroute air traffic control center in the United States. In addition, a unique partnership between the center and several local schools, designed to introduce students to the responsibilities of an air traffic controller, was another reason for its selection.

“Boston Center’s selection as the National Enroute Facility for 1999 is quite an accomplishment for the women and men who work there,” says Dr. Robert Bartanowicz, Regional Administrator, FAA New England Region. “The honor is a reaffirmation of the facility’s commitment in providing the best and most efficient air traffic service in the National Airspace System.”

Ron Morgan, the Director of FAA’s Air Traffic Services, will present a plaque to the facility during a ceremony that begins at 10 a.m. today at the center. 

Being named the top facility in the country was just one of several prestigious awards that Boston Center received last year. For the second successive year, Boston Center was awarded the Golden Circle Award for Partnership in Education by the Governor of New Hampshire. This is a competitive honor given to businesses in the state that work with local schools to improve educational opportunities for youngsters.

In 1999, Boston Center was the 16th busiest facility among FAA’s 22 enroute centers. It handled more than 1.86 million operations.
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
