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Media Advisory

Federal Aviation Administration  (FAA) officials tomorrow will brief the media about the expanded flight restrictions that will be put into place during President Bush’s expected visit to Kennebunkport, Maine, October 4 to 6.

No flight operations will be permitted at or below an altitude of 10,000 feet within ten nautical miles of prohibited airspace P-67, which is the Bush family home in Kennebunkport.  Flight operations within 30 nautical miles and at or below an altitude of 18,000 feet will require either an active Instrument Flight Rule (IFR) flight plan or active Visual Flight Rule (VFR) flight plan and an assigned code that identifies the aircraft to air traffic control.  Aircraft must maintain two-way radio communication with air traffic control.

                         Logan Airport. Please park in the Central Garage at the airport.

WHEN:    Thursday, October 3, 2002, beginning at 3 p.m.

PLEASE NOTE:  News organizations who use helicopters in their news operations are urged to have the provider of those flight services contact a FAA Flight Service Station to ensure that they are aware of the expanded flight restrictions as well as the requirements for flying through the restricted airspace.  
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
