1. Taxiway D and Runways 24 and 29: Use 
caution when departing from Taxiway D on 
Runway 24 or Runway 29 to insure you are 
on the correct runway. Check compass when 
aligned with runway.

2. Taxiway A/D intersection: Use caution 
when approaching the A/D intersection from 
Taxiway D. Taxiway D turns at Taxiway A 
to intersect Runways 24 and 29. Taxiway A 
crosses Runway 29.

3. Taxiways H/E: When approaching Taxiway 
E from Taxiway H or Runway 11/29, use 
caution to select the correct taxiway.
