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ORDER 

Camber Corporation ("Camber") has made an application under the Equal Access to 
Justice Act ("EAJA"), 5 U.S.C. §504 (1994) (the "Application") to the FAA Office of 
Dispute Resolution for Acquisition ("ODRA"). The Application seeks reimbursement of 
attorneys' fees and expenses incurred by Camber in connection with the Protests of 
Camber Corporation and Information Systems & Networks Corporation,  

98-ODRA-00079 and 98-ODRA-00080 (Consolidated), which were the subject of my 
Order No. ODRA-98-79, dated September 3, 1998. For the reasons set forth therein, I 
adopt the attached Recommendation of the ODRA and deny Camber's Application. 

This is the final Agency order in this matter. To the extent that this decision is subject to 
review, such review shall be sought in accordance with 49 U.S.C. §46110. A petition for 
review must be filed with the United States Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia 
Circuit, or in the court of appeals of the United States for the circuit in which the 
petitioner resides or has its principal place of business. The petition must be filed not later 
than 60 days after the date that this order is issued. A copy of any such petition must also 
be filed with the FAA Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition on the date it is filed 
with the appropriate circuit court of appeals.
