ORDER

Northern Building, Inc. (“NBI”) submitted a Contract Dispute to the Office of Dispute
Resolution for Acquisition (“ODRA”) pursuant to a subcontract between it and an FAA prime
contractor, Parsons Infrastructure & Technology Group, Inc. (*Parsons”). The Contract Dispute
sought payment of the balance of NBI’s subcontract with Parsons in the amount of $181,261.17
from the FAA Central Service Logistics Area. NBI’s subcontract involved the provision of

safety upgrades to Chicago’s Midway Airport.

Pursuant to a delegation of final decisional authority from the FAA Administrator,” | adopt and
incorporate herein the attached ODRA Findings and Recommendations, and dismiss the Contract

Dispute for lack of subject matter jurisdiction.
