GENERAL CONDITION 1
PAYMENT PROCEDURES. 

Advance Payments.  Recipients must have:  (1) written procedures that minimize the time elapsing between the transfer of funds and disbursement by the recipient, and (2) a financial management system that meets the standards for fund control and accountability as provided in OMB-A-110, Subpart C, Financial and Program Management, Para 21. Cash advances to a recipient organization shall be limited to the minimum amounts needed and be timed to be in accordance with the actual, immediate cash requirements of the recipient organization in carrying out the purpose of the approved project.  The timing and amount of cash advances shall be as close as is administratively feasible to the actual disbursements by the recipient for direct project costs and the proportionate share of any allowable indirect costs.  The attached addendum identifies the breakdown of shared costs between the government and the recipient.

Advances of Federal funds shall be deposited and maintained in insured accounts whenever possible.  Recipients shall maintain advances of Federal funds in interest bearing accounts, unless (1), (2) or (3) apply.

      1)  The recipient receives less than $120,000.00 in Federal awards per year.

      2)  The best reasonably available interest bearing account would not be expected to earn interest in excess of $250.00 per year on Federal cash balances.

      3)  The depository would require an average or minimum balance so high that it would not be feasible within the expected Federal and non-Federal cash resources.

Working Capital Advance Payment.  If a recipient cannot meet the criteria for advance payments and if the FAA Grants Contracting Officer or her designee has determined that reimbursement is not feasible because the recipient lacks sufficient working capital, the FAA Grants Contracting Officer or her designee may approve payments on a working capital advance basis.  Under this procedure, the FAA shall advance cash to the recipient to cover its estimated disbursement needs for an initial period generally geared to the recipient's disbursing cycle.  Thereafter, the FAA shall reimburse the recipient for its actual cash disbursements.  This payment method shall only be used for recipients who are willing to provide timely advances to their subrecipients to meet the subrecipient's actual cash disbursements.
Reimbursement Method.  Reimbursement is the preferred method when the requirements specified above cannot be met.  Recipients shall be authorized to submit requests for reimbursement at least monthly. When the reimbursement method is used, the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) shall make payment within 30 days after receipt of the billing, unless the billing is improper.   

Financial Status Report.  The Grantee shall submit an SF-269, Financial Status Report, to the Grants Contracting Officer annually.  

Federal Cash Transaction Report.  The Grantee shall submit an SF 272, Cash Transaction Report, to the Grant Analyst by February 14, May 15, August 14 and November 14 of each year.

Request for Payment.  Payments will be made by electronic funds transfer.  Payment is to be made electronically. The funds will be transferred between the U.S. Treasury and the participating financial institution through the Automated Clearing House (ACH) network.  An OMB Form SF-3881, Payment Information Form, ACH Vendor Payment System, is required for processing by the FAA Accounts Payable Branch, AMZ-110.
