The objective of this research is to investigate the impact of the rapidly emerging environmental issues and high fuel costs on NAS operations. In addition there is a secondary goal of evaluating how these factors will influence industry growth and demand trends that will have a significant impact on the need for and direction of NAS modernization. The environmental considerations will include consideration of the increasing focus on Green House Gas (GHG) mission from Aviation and the potential  implications of “cap and trade” or other regulations as well as the potential impacts on demand resulting from the high carbon footprint of air transportation. The fuel considerations will include the effect of high fuel prices and potential availability issues. Because GHG emissions scale with fuel burn both of the above factors suggest a strong incentive to improve the operating efficiency in the NAS both on the part operators and the FAA.
