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SUMMARY
This paper provides an update on the User Preferred Routes between Japan and New Caledonia/New Zealand.

1. Introduction
1.1 User Preferred Routes (UPR) have been in place between Asia and New Caledonia/New Zealand since July 2007.  Users have realized significant savings utilizing UPRs since that time.

2. Discussion

2.1. The initial implementation had a number of operational requirements imposed by various air navigation service providers (ANSPs) including:

2.1.1. Within the Fukuoka Control Area (CTA):
Aircraft may file a UPR random route east of ATS route A337 and must join an ATS route by 30 North latitude (waypoints NOGAK, UPDOB, KAKNI)

2.1.2. Within the Oakland CTA:
Aircraft transiting the airspace controlled by Guam Center and Radar Approach Control (CERAP) must file reporting points on the Guam/Oakland boundary.

2.1.3. Within the Guam CTA:
Aircraft transiting through Guam CTA must file on published ATS routes.

2.1.4. Within the Port Moresby CTA.
Aircraft may file UPR routings on or east of ATS route G205.

2.2. On 7 August 2008, restrictions issued by Guam CERAP were greatly reduced.  Aircraft on UPRs can now fly random routes within Guam CTA when at or above Flight Level (FL)310.  Operators are still responsible for checking the KZOA and PGZU International Notice to Airmen (NOTAMs) for possible military activity.

2.3. To date, FAA has had no issues as a result of aircraft flying UPRs through this portion of Oakland Flight Information Region (FIR).
