CPDLC Waypoint Reporting in the Oakland FIR

SUMMARY

This working paper discusses waypoint position reporting requirements in the Oakland FIR.

1.

Background

1.1
On 17 October 2006, Oakland Air Route Traffic Control Center (ARTCC) began continuous operation of the Ocean21 system
1.2
With the exception of an initial controller pilot data link communication (CPDLC) position report entering the Oakland Oceanic Flight Information Region (FIR), Oakland ARTCC no longer needs CPDLC waypoint reports from aircraft that have active automatic dependent surveillance (ADS) contracts.

2.
Discussion

2.1
Except for the provision in the FANS Operations Manual that calls for CPDLC position reports at an FIR boundary, Oakland ARTCC no longer needs or wants aircraft to duplicate ADS waypoint reporting with CPDLC waypoint reports. 

2.2 
The redundant reports are rejected by the Ocean21 system as duplicates and cause additional workload for the controller.

3.
Recommendation

3.1
The meeting is invited to comment on and or make recommendations on the following:

a. Are CPDLC waypoint reports at a boundary still the most efficient means of ensuring the integrity of the CPDLC connection and verifying the current data link authority?
b. Develop a work program for the elimination of ADS waypoint reporting for aircraft that have periodic ADS reporting contracts.
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
