Commencement of CDRs operation in Fukuoka FIR

1. Introduction

1.1.   At IPACG/39, JCAB introduced the operational plan for conditional routes, Z29, Z32 and Z34. These routes had not been operated so far, despite these routes had been published in AIP JAPAN. The coordination between the relative facilities had completed and JCAB commenced the operation of Z29 from 30th Jul, 2014,  Z32 and Z34 from 27th Aug, 2014. The flight pass would be shortened by this routes and JCAB considers the CDRs are beneficial for aircraft users.
2. Discussion

2.1. Route category  and details 
2.1.1. Z29 (GAKIA-GANEK), Z32 (RYUKI-YUSKE) and Z34 (RYUKI-TETTA) are CDR2 which may be planned at specific altitude-band during specific period of time, which shall be notified by RJJJ NOTAM.  NOTAM will be notified by 2100JST before the day of the CDR in applicable.

2.1.2. CDR Z29 is used in both directions and CDRs Z32 and Z34 are west-bound only. 
2.2.   Reroute procedure when aircraft 
2.2.1. When aircraft could not pass through CDR within the applicable period of time, air traffic management officers  in ATMC and air traffic controllers in NAHA ACC would take measures to reroute the aircraft to avoid the relative airspace. So aircraft operators should be required to plan the flight route in order to meet the applicable period of time well in advance.
