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	SUMMARY

This paper reports the outcomes of a joint Air Traffic Services coordination meeting held between Anchorage Air Route Traffic Control Center (ARTCC) and the Magadan and Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky Area Control Centres (ACCs) during the week of April 14, 2014. 


1 Introduction  
1.1. Representatives from Anchorage ARTCC, Magadan ACC and Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky ACC (PK ACC) met in Anchorage, Alaska during the week of April 14, 2014.  The focus of the meeting was on Air Traffic Services coordination.  Revisions to existing bi-lateral Letters of Agreement (LOAs) were completed and initial discussions were held for a joint implementation of Air Traffic Service Inter-facility Data Communication (AIDC).
2 Discussion

2.1. As noted above, revisions to the Anchorage / Magadan and Anchorage / Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky LOAs were completed.  The principal change to the Magadan LOA was the inclusion of povisions relating to the new Cross Polar entry fixes SALET and BARIP.  The principal change to the PK LOA were provisions to accommodate future additional useable altitudes on some Russian Trans East routes.  The official announcements regarding SALET, BARIP and new useable altitudes will be made in other Information Papers.

2.2
Also as noted above, initial discussions were completed concerning a future implementation of AIDC between Anchorage / Magadan and Anchorage / PK.  The parties agreed that the Asia / Pacific Interface Control Document for AIDC, version 3.0, would be the operative technical protocol for the relationship.  The parties also agreed that the faclities’ technical experts would begin a correspondence to determine which AIDC messages, from the ICD, and which message sub-fields will actually be used.

While still too early to determine likely implementation dates, FAA and State ATM will continue to update CPWG on their progress towards this goal.
