GUIDANCE ALERT
Voluntary Disclosure Reporting Program
The Federal Aviation Administration’s (FAA) Drug Abatement Division is issuing the following guidance pertaining to the voluntary disclosure of apparent violations of 14 CFR part 121, appendices I and J, and 49 CFR part 40.  On September 8, 2006, the FAA Flight Standards Service (AFS) published a revised Advisory Circular (AC) No. 00-58A, Voluntary Disclosure Reporting Program. The AC states that regulated entities, as defined in the AC, may submit a voluntary disclosure via the Web-Based Voluntary Disclosure Reporting Program (VDRP) System.  The web-based VDRP system cannot be used for voluntarily disclosing a violation of the drug and alcohol testing regulations.  Consequently, the initial notification for those voluntary disclosures must still be submitted orally or in writing.  

In addition to the initial notification, the regulated entity submitting the voluntary disclosure must provide the FAA designated official with the information and supporting documentation identified in Appendix 2 of AC 00-58A.   The designated FAA official for a voluntary disclosure concerning a violation of the drug and alcohol testing regulations is:
