03-011  (January 15, 2003).  Required ATC & Obstacle Altitude Charting (GABRE-FIVE SID).  ISSUE:  There are instances where both ATC and obstacle clearance altitudes may be required at a DP fix.  The GABRE FIVE DP at Los Angeles was presented as an example at the Aeronautical Charting Forum several years ago.  The charted 11000 at GABRE was requested by ATC.  In reality, aircraft were often leveled off and vectored off the SID and then told to re-join the DP and to disregard the 11000 restriction.  Significant obstructions NE of GABRE require that GABRE be crossed at no less than xxxx feet to ensure clearance.  The solution in Order 8260.46B is to publish the ATC altitude as a minimum altitude and the obstacle clearance altitude as a Minimum Crossing Altitude (MCA).  

STATUS:  Order 8260.46 requires AVN-100 to document when dual altitudes are required at a fix and that both altitudes be charted.  John Moore understands the issue and will check to see if the guidance in Order 8260.46 can be accommodated under current specs.  If a RD is required, he will submit one and keep AFS-420 abreast of progress.  Bill also noted that the altitude at GABRE on the GABRE DP chart had been changed by AVN-500 from a MCA to a minimum crossing.  Bill stressed that procedural changes to charts must be coordinated with AVN-100.  John agreed to take this message back to IAP Branch.  OPEN. 

STATUS:  04/09/2003 – Bill Hammett briefed that the most recent version of the GABRE-FIVE SID still does not have the MCA flag.  John Moore stated that this would be corrected at the next charting cycle.  CLOSED.
