03-017 (October 9, 2003).  Changing Fix Location.  ISSUE: NFDC is occasionally asked if there is a specified distance defined for cases when a fix must be re-named when it is moved.  Currently there is no guidance specified in either Order 7350.7L, Location Identifiers, or Order 8260.19C, Chapter 2, Section 10, Navigational Fixes.  This issue impacts AVN-160 and NFDC.

STATUS: 10/09/03 – This new issue was discussed and all agree that there is no standardized guidance established.  Within AVN-100, different branches use different criteria.  After discussion, the AISWG consensus is that a fix name change is required if a fix is moved 5 NM or more unless operational requirements dictate otherwise.  Curtis Davis took the IOU to have this guidance placed in Order 7350.7 and Tom Schneider will include it in the next revision to Order 8260.19.  In the interim, John Bickerstaff will coordinate the AISWG consensus with AVN‑160 for internal application.  OPEN.

STATUS: 01/14/04 – Curtis Davis reported that Order 7400.2 is the appropriate place for this guidance.  He will draft the change and provide it to ATA-400 for inclusion.  Gary Bobik briefed that the Air Traffic organization is considering revising their publication cycle to more expeditiously promulgate changes.  All agreed that this would be beneficial.  OPEN.

STATUS: 04-07-04 – Curtis Davis reported that the Document Change Proposal (DCP) for the change to Order 7400.2 was submitted on February 13th.  Hopefully it will make the August publication.  OPEN - pending publication.

Editor’s Note:  A sidebar discussion ensued regarding the Air Traffic re-organization.  Bill Hammett noted that there is an ATO web site that provides frequent update information.  The site may be accessed at http://www.ato.faa.gov/DesktopDefault.aspx?tabindex=0&tabid=1.

STATUS: 07-07-04 – Curtis Davis briefed that there is no change in status.  Awaiting publication – still targeted for August.  OPEN.

STATUS: 09-29-04 – Curtis Davis reported that the change did not make the August change to 7400.2.  It has been submitted for the January 05 change.  Tom Schneider reported that the change has been included in the draft 8260.19D.  OPEN.

STATUS: 01-12-05 – Curtis Davis briefed that the change did not make the January publication and is now targeted for May. OPEN.

STATUS 04-06-05 – Curtis Davis assured the group that the change is scheduled to be published on August 4.  Tom Schneider noted that his office has not seen an Air Traffic DCP on the change.  Curtis agreed to check on this.  Open awaiting publication.  OPEN.

STATUS 07-07-05 – Curtis Davis confirmed that the change would be included in the August revision of Order 7400.2.  Open, awaiting publication.  OPEN.

STATUS 10-05-05 – Curtis Davis briefed that the ATO Airspace and Rules group did not publish an August change to Order 7400.2; however, a change is scheduled for February 2006.  Curtis will track the issue and report.  Open, awaiting publication.  OPEN.

STATUS 01-11-06 - Curtis Davis reported that the change has been made to Order 7400.2.  The Order has been printed and is effective on February 16, 2006.  ITEM CLOSED.
