04-025 (April 7, 2004).  Combined Instrument Approaches vs. Database Coding. 

ISSUE: Order 8260.19, paragraph 802c allows for combining certain FAA approaches on a single chart; e.g. NDB or ILS RWY 22.  Additionally, the military allows combined approaches with as much as 4( difference in final approach courses.  AIRNC and coding specifications will not allow the combination unless final approach courses and all fixes are identical.    

STATUS: 04-07-04 – Brad Rush introduced this issue noting that combining procedures create a chart/database harmonization issue.  For example, unless the final approach courses and all fixes are identical, two procedures would have to be coded from one paper chart.  Additionally, military approach combination may impact IFP.  The military representatives stated that they have no problem with having approaches combined on paper and the pilot selecting which approach to fly from a database.  All are tasked to review the issue for discussion at the next meeting.  OPEN. 

STATUS: 07-07-04 – Brad Rush provided a brief update on the issue, re-emphasizing that procedures should only be combined when the FAF and final approach course (FAC) are identical; e.g. ILS and LOC.  Military combination of procedures when final approach courses are within 4( require development of two database procedures to support a single charted procedure.  This creates a chart/database harmonization issue.  Brad suggested that the military adopt the FAA policy on combining procedures.  Military representatives unanimously agreed that the military services have no problem with their current approach combination methodology.  Their pilots have no problems with a combined approach chart and two database coded procedures to support it.  The issue is at an impasse and further discussion is not required.  CLOSED.
