04-030 (September 29, 2004). Explanation of the Profile View “Stipple” in the TPP Legend.  ISSUE:  There is no definition of the stipple in the TPP legend.  The information is clear in the Aeronautical Chart Users Guide.

STATUS: 09-29-04 – Vincent Chirasello noted that although the “stipple” is charted on RNAV approach charts when the 34:1 surface is clear, there is no explanation of this in the profile legend of the TPP.  The feature is explained well in the Aeronautical Chart Users Guide and it is recommended that this explanation be included in the TPP.  Vinny also recommends that the explanation be listed under the profile area vice the descent from holding pattern area.  Debbie Copeland briefed that this is in work.  OPEN.

STATUS: 01-12-05 – Deb Copeland briefed that this issue is still in work.  Ron Canter briefed that the “stipple” is being charted correctly; however, the legend requires changing.  The IAPB does not agree that it should be explained under the “descent from holding” drawing.  It should be explained under the “profile view” drawing.  All concurred and Deb will prepare the RD for the legend change.  Tom Schneider stated that guidance needs to be developed to document the “34:1 surface is clear” statement on other than RNAV procedures and publish the “stipple” on conventional approaches.  OPEN. 

STATUS 04-06-05 – Tom Schneider briefed that the Order 8260.19 requirement to annotate “34:1 clear” for conventional procedures is in work.  Deb Copeland briefed that the RD for the legend change is also in work.  The RD still needs to be circulated in-house prior to being presented to the MPOC.  Implementation can be accomplished the charting cycle after the RD is approved.  OPEN.

STATUS 07-07-05 – Deb Copeland briefed that the RD has been sent to AFS-410, AFS-420, and NFPG for comment.  Comments received will be considered and a final version of the RD circulated for approval.  Vinny Chirasello will prepare an AIM update when the RD is approved.  Tom Schneider asked for the cutoff for the NACG Chart Users Guide - Deb responded August 31st.  The question arose whether the stipple should be expanded to include non-RNAV IAPs.  The general consensus was that the expansion would lead to confusion and that the stipple should remain a RNAV only initiative.  Additionally, it would take years to fully incorporate the concept on all non-RNAV charts.  This will be further discussed at the next meeting.  Open.

STATUS 10-05-05 – Deb Copeland briefed that comments have been received and a draft of the TPP Legend change developed.  She presented the prototype and requested that all review it and forward comments ASAP.  Jim Spencer questioned the meaning of the stipple for RNAV or ILS IAPs.  The Navy has developed approaches where RNAV is used to connect to an ILS final approach and ILS, LNAV/VNAV, and LNAV lines of minima are published on the same chart.  Since the ILS feather extends to the runway, there is no way for the stipple to be depicted for the RNAV final.  Discussion indicated that the Navy is the only agency using this methodology at present.  The group consensus was that if a chart disagrees with the legend, then a chart note is required.  Open.

STATUS 01-11-06 - Valerie Watson briefed that RD 604 has been formalized and distributed for final review.  The deadline for further comments is January 24th.  If no additional comments are received, the RD will be forwarded for IACC signature.  OPEN.

STATUS 04-05-06 -  Valerie Watson briefed that RD 604 has been signed by two of the four IACC signatories.  The remaining two signatures are expected within the next several weeks.  The change to the TPP legend will be implemented upon signature.  The Aeronautical Chart Users Guide has been updated to reflect the change; however, the TPP legend has not.  OPEN.
STATUS 07-26-06 - Valerie Watson briefed that the RD has been signed and the TPP legend will be revised effective August 3.  Jim Seabright briefed that AFS-410 hosted a meeting on July 11-12 regarding HBAT 99-08 that may require further changes to the meaning of the “stipple”.  Bill Hammett recommended that since the RD has been signed, and as a result, both the Chart Users Guide and the TPP Legend have been updated accordingly, the issue be closed.  If further changes are warranted in the future, the issue may be opened anew.  The group agreed.  CLOSED.
