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(October 3, 2007) Lighting Notes on 8260-Series Forms.  ISSUE:  Lighting systems are often requested for charting in the “Additional Flight Data” block of an 8260 form; however, the NFDD is the official source for charting lighting systems. The NFPO is referencing 8260.19, paragraph 857b, as a requirement for the note when lighting systems are being charted for the first time.  Clarification is required.

STATUS 10-03-07:  New issue introduced by Valerie Watson.  The 8260 form is not the official source for lighting system charting and these notes should not be included on the form.  NACO does not chart lighting systems until they are published in the NFDD.  If the procedure minima are dependent on a lighting system being commissioned, the responsibility lies with the NFPO to insure that the necessary commissioning takes place and is published prior to established chart cut-off dates.  When/if the necessary lighting is not commissioned, the NFPO must be responsible for issuing necessary procedural NOTAMs.  Bill Hammett again noted that procedures should not be published until all supporting infrastructure is in place and flight inspection is complete per Order 8260.26.  Tom agreed to look at the 8260.19, paragraph 857b, verbiage for possible change.  OPEN.
STATUS 01-09-08:  Tom briefed that Paragraph 857b will be removed in Change 1 to Order 8260.19D.  The revised paragraph will read:  Items such as holding information, restricted area data, final approach course alignment, etc., must be retained when amending a procedure.  All reference to "Visual aids and runway information once printed on the approach chart may be omitted from the additional flight data section on future amendments" has been removed.  Greg Pray stated that NFDC will validate all lighting system commissioning notices through Flight Inspection prior to NFDD action.  The NFDD will remain the source for lighting charting.  CLOSED.
