The software is approved for use as part of the forthcoming update to the FAA’s pavement design procedure, AC 150/5320-6E.  A layered elastic design procedure is used for flexible pavement sections and a 3D finite element procedure is used for rigid pavement structures.

Runway 5-23 at Buffalo Niagara International Airport – A Case Study In Maintaining Pavement Serviceability
Roy D. McQueen, P.E., Roy D. McQueen & Associates, Ltd., will discuss the procedures used at Buffalo-Niagara Falls International Airport to plan and implement maintenance projects that resulted in extending the life of an asphalt overlay to 31 years.  Specifically, the presentation will discuss:  The details of the original and overlay construction; The procedures and program used for pavement management; Primary pavement management output and application; Factors considered for planning pavement maintenance; Maintenance activities and products used; and Lessons learned.  This presentation will be of interest to pavement engineers, airport managers, and personnel tasked with the responsibility for maintaining airport pavements.

Construction Safety - A Pilot's Perspective
Glenn A. Boles, FAA Southwest Region, will present a powerful slide show and discussion regarding safety on airports during construction.   Nearly eighty percent of the Airport Improvement Program (AIP) funds are being spent on airport construction projects taking place on operational airports.  After all of the time and energy has been spent developing a construction safety plan to ensure operational safety on the airport is maintained, have you ever considered what message is being conveyed to the pilots?

Alternative Project Delivery at Airports:  Design - Build and other methods are allowed by the FAA as alternatives to Design - Bid – Build

Ted Kleiner, AIA, Vice President, STV Incorporated, will present Alternative Project Delivery Systems, including Design-Build that may be used to provide safe, quality projects that meet tight budgets with short time frames.  These methods are referenced in the FAA’s Advisory Circulars and may be available on a given project.  Factors to consider before using Design –Build or traditional project delivery are: how well defined the project scope is at the time of the construction contract; the decision of the Airport on its own sensitivity to risks plus assessment of the risks of the particular project; schedule and phasing constraints on the project; depth of the Airport's internal resources; decision on whether a single or separate contracts are desired; and regulatory constraints.

Fast-Track/Schedule Critical Rehabilitation of Runway 5-23 at Albert-Ellis Airport in Jacksonville, North Carolina / Plus Review of ACC Institute Offerings (2 Topics)
John Walz, PE, VP and Head of the Southeast Region Airfield Services Group, Reynolds, Smith & Hills, Inc., will make a presentation on the complex design considerations and alternatives associated with the rehabilitation of the sole runway at Albert Ellis Airport to maintain airline srvice.  A fast-track construction option was selected which required considerable airline/airport and FAA coordination as well as unique commitments and scheduling, manpower and equipment initiatives by the selected contractor.  The runway work was all completed during a single 60-hour runway shutdown. GPS guidance and laser control was utilized for the paving train with great results.  Also hear from David G. Peshkin, P.E., Applied Pavement Technology, about the latest technical training courses that are being conducted under the ACC Institute in 2008. In particular ACC will be sponsoring a new course on the revised FAA Advisory Circular 150/5320-6E - Airport Pavement Design and Evaluation, along with a course on pavement maintenance techniques.

Runway Safety Area Improvements - Johnstown and Williamsport Airports, PA (designs); and Yeager Airport, Charlestown WV (conceptual)
Jospeh Felix, P.E,  Sr. Technical Leader, Richard L. Holes, PE , PE, VP and Operations Manager, and Cory C. Cree, PE, PLS, all with L. Robert Kimball and Associates, will present case studies on Runway Safety Area (RSA) Improvement Projects in Pennsylvania and West Virginia.  The conditions vary but the standard is the same.  See how the designers propose meeting RSA requirements at three commercial service airports.

Conversion of Martinsburg, WV Joint Use Airport C-130 Facility to a Fully Functional New C-5 Base.
Lieutenant Colonel Bill Burkhart, 167AW, USAF, will present on the transformation of the small Joint Use GA / C-130 field in Martinsburg WV as it was rebuilt to accommodate a fleet of the Air Force's largest cargo aircraft, the C-5.  Understanding the scope of the change starts with the C-5 airframe itself.  The challenges in taking the airfield through planning, airspace, environmental, and reimbursable agreement hurdles were just the beginning.  Now construction is wrapping up on three 80,000 square foot hangars, a larger, stronger runway and taxiway system, a new tower, and more.  Basically, an entirely new field has opened to serve its first aircraft, after an accelerated 5 years of development.

Accomodating Design Group VI (New Large Aircraft) at John F. Kennedy International Airport
John R. Dermody, P.E., FAA - New York Airports District Office Program Manager, will present the  multiple challenges faced in accommodating Airplane Design Group VI (New Large Aircraft) at John F. Kennedy International Airport .  The presentation will include a discussion of the Modification of Standards, ATCT Operational Plan, the demonstration flight and the current status of the Airbus A380, as well as the recent request by the Port Authority of NY/NJ to accommodate the proposed Boeing B747-8 which will also be a Design Group VI aircraft.

Construction Phasing Strategies for Primary Runway Rehabilitation at Three Commercial Service Airports
William E. Verfuss, P.E . will discuss the fact that the rehabilitation of a runway at any airport can be one of the most disruptive and costly projects that the airport will face. If the project is poorly planned, or the needs of the airport users are not adequately considered, the costs and impacts of the project can be magnified unnecessarily. This presentation will focus on three recently completed primary runway rehabilitation projects at commercial service airports:  Syracuse Hancock International Airport (SYR), Greater Binghamton Airport (BGM), and Elmira Corning Regional Airport (ELM).  All three projects utilized similar approaches to the actual pavement rehabilitation. However, each airport selected very different approaches to construction phasing.  This presentation will describe the different phasing approaches and their results.

Airport Geographic Information System (Airport GIS) Program

These new criteria for surveying aeronautical data is recommended and/or required for all airport projects and for obtaining approach/departure procedures.   
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
