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This information bulletin is intended to clarify the appropriate methods and intervals for testing AFFF in Aircraft Rescue and Firefighting (ARFF) vehicles.  All testing results must be properly documented and available for review upon request.

· NFPA 11, Standard for Low-Expansion Foam, and the IFSTA Principles of Foam Fire Fighting Manual (2nd Edition) are in agreement that foam proportioning equipment testing (using conductivity meter or refractometer) should be performed as follows:

1. Prior to owner acceptance of the system;

2. On an annual basis thereafter;

3. Whenever adjustments or repairs are made to any component of the foam system;

4. When different types of foam concentrate or concentrate from a different manufacturer is added to the system.
· Conduct AFFF testing as outlined in NFPA 412, “Standard for Evaluating Aircraft Rescue and Fire-Fighting Foam Equipment.”
· Maintain thorough documentation of all ARFF equipment maintenance.  This includes equipment inspection checklists and charting of AFFF foam concentration test results.
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
