Advisory Circular: 150/5210-20 Ground Vehicle Operations on Airports, Change 1
Preventing runway incursions and surface incidents is the responsibility of everyone whose actions impact the safety of runway operations.  The responsibility extends beyond Airport managers, pilots and controllers to airline operators, airport tenants, ground vehicle operators and pedestrians, special interest organizations, unions, flight instructors, rule makers, regulators and all who touch, or influence those who touch, the airport surface.  Educating the airport community about the importance of runway safety is one of the best ways to reach out and positively impact runway safety.
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  The purpose of this Cert Bulletin is to call your attention to a recent change to the Advisory Circular (AC) 150/5210-20.  The change to the AC expands the requirements for an airport operator’s current Airfield Ground Vehicle Operations training program to include annual recurrent training for all individuals who have access to the airports movement areas.  


Airports may use a variety of methods for training those who have access to the movement areas.  Many of these programs are tiered programs, with the more robust training programs focused at those who actually operate in, or who are expected to access the movement areas.
As a reminder, Grant Assurances obligate an airport sponsor to adopt and enforce adequate rules, regulations or ordinances as necessary to ensure the safety and efficiency of operations and to protect the public using the airport.  An airport sponsor should ensure that there are adequate controls in place, such as training and fencing, to keep motorists, cyclists, and pedestrians, from inadvertently wandering onto the landing area or areas designated for aircraft maneuvering.
