Spreading the Word about Airport Construction and Runway &
Taxiway Closures

FAA recently released a CertAlert encouraging airport operators to use all available
technology to keep air carriers and FBOs advised on runway/taxiway closures and airport
construction. Since changes can occur so quickly during construction or maintenance, aircrews
often have a hard time staying information. In many cases, the NOTAM system may be
inadequate.

The CertAlert shows how one airport electronically provides users with information and a
diagram of the airport that shows where construction or maintenance is taking place. The airport
simply scanned the diagram as a bitmap and using the Paintbrush in Microsoft programs, color in
the area of the airport that is being closed. They then cut and paste that portion into a
construction notice that is sent to the air carriers and the fixed base operators on the airport.

FAA recommends using a graphical depiction since a pure text message can be difficult
for people to envision. A picture or diagram that pinpoints the exact location of the closure is
much more clear. The CertAlert shows samples of runway and taxiway closure diagrams. For

Unescorted Motor Vehicle Requirements

FAA Headquarters recently clarified requirements for Part 139 Airport Operators regarding
unescorted motor vehicles on Movement Area. Before U.S. Government employees and
contractors can drive unescorted in the Movement Area, they must complete the airport’s
movement area drivers training program. If the employees travel to more than one Part 139
airport, they must comply with each airport’s movement area access requirements before they
can drive unescorted. Under Part 139.329, all government employees and contractors are
required to follow these requirements regardless of agency affiliation.

THIRD PARTY LIGHTING CERTIFICATION BODIES

On September 30, 2006, FAA issued an advisory circular (AC) on the Airport Lighting
Equipment Certification Program (ALECP). The AC described how an organization can get
acceptance as a third party certification body (third party certifier) and how manufacturers may
get equipment qualified under the program.

In a January 15, 2007, addendum to the AC, FAA listed a company that had been
accepted as Third Party Certifier and provided a complete update of the certified equipment and
manufacturers lists.
