3. l BACKGROUhlD. The referenced regulations recufre, In part, that excess 
emergency exits be "readily accessible." Cuestions have been raised 
as to what access arrangements would be acceptable under this provision. 
Several acceptable means of compliance are outlined below. . 

4. ACCEPTABLE MEANS OF CXMPLIANCE. 

a. A Type I or Ty_oe II excess emergency exit is "readily accessible" 
under the referenced regulations if a&& is provided from the 

4 aisle: (1) by means of an unobstructed passageway at least 20 inches 
wide; (2) by means of an unobstructed passageway at least 20 inches 
wide at the outboard seat location and at least 15 inches wide trt 
the inboard seat locattons; or (3) by removing the outboard seat 
nearest the ctenterltne of the exit, and by establishing two 
unobstructed passageways (one forward, and one aft, of the row from 
which the outboard seat was removed) each at least 8 inches wide. 
For the purpose of t!zis Advisory Circular, the unobstructed passageway 
width is detemined in each instance with seat backs in the upright 
position and with seat padding compressed to simulate the effect of
