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DOT Summer Transportation Internship Program (STIPDG)

General

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) is participating in this year’s 2005 Summer Transportation Internship Program for Diverse Groups (STIPDG) sponsored by the Department of Transportation (DOT).  The FAA  STIPDG program will provide an opportunity for interns to participate in an exciting 10-week program, which includes:  (1) transportation research; (2) work-related experience; and (3) field trips to introduce them to the many aspects of the complex field of transportation.  Students of various disciplines will work on current issues facing the transportation industry.  Several opportunities are available for students in a wide variety of fields that focus on specific areas, or modes of transportation that are highway-related (e.g., airport pavement, concrete, asphalt, runway/taxiway systems) or interdepartmental work.  

Eligibility Requirements

1. Students must be U. S. citizens and currently enrolled or accepted in a degree-seeking program of study at an accredited institution of higher learning at the undergraduate or graduate levels.   

2. Undergraduate applicants must be students who will be juniors or seniors in the fall of 2005 or will have completed their “first year” of school.

3. Undergraduate and graduate students must possess, upon receipt of their application, a grade point average (GPA) of 3.0 or the equivalent.  

4. Students who graduate during the spring or summer semester of 2005 may be eligible for consideration if they have been accepted for enrollment in graduate school, or in an academic institution or higher education and must present a copy of their letter of acceptance.

5. Students must provide, at a minimum, a reference from a professor or advisor; additional references are welcome.

6. Students must write an essay on their transportation interest(s) and other areas outside of their accredited institution of higher learning.

7. Students must submit a completed application package by the closing date for further consideration.  Note:  Former STIPDG interns may re-apply.

Appointments

The DOT Summer Transportation Internship Program for Diverse Groups (STIPDG) students are: (1) temporary in nature; (2) “at no cost ” to DOT operating administrations and does not count against budgetary ceilings, except for the DOT/Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) who are the sponsors of the STIPDG program.  There are no guarantees for future employment.
