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SUMMARY

As discussed at previous meetings ICAO regional office secretariat have advised all separation standards in use over the high seas were required to be documented in the Doc7030 Regional Supplementary Procedures.

DISCUSSION

Airways New Zealand took an action to develop amendments to the Doc 7030 to incorporate separation standards that were either in use or proposed for use in the region. The intention is to agree these changes as a group and then individual ISPACG states can propose the amendments to ICAO.

This paper proposes text in Attachment A and B to amend the PAC and MID/ASIA Regional Supplementary procedures to incorporate the 15NM ADS-B ITP and ADS-C CDP longitudinal standards
, and the 20NM RNP2/GNSS climb through separation in PANS-ATM.

The paper also proposes consequential changes to capture editorial modifications in the 2018 Doc 4444 amendment.

We note that the 30NM/27NM RNP4 standard is captured in the current Doc7030 that was amended for PBCS implementation.
