1. Opening Remarks

Mike Turner (ANZ) opening statement and welcome message. Coleen Hawrysko Co-chair. Followed by introductions of the group (Airbus, ZOA JCAB, Inmersat, PNG, Iridium Sat, Chile ANSP, USAF, FAA, NZ CAA, Air Services Australia, Hawaiian Airlines, Boeing/CRA, United Airlines, Tahiti -French Polynesia, ADACEL, Fiji Airways, Air New Zealand, Airways NZ, Fiji Airports .
Coleen thanks Fiji airports for an exciting stay and warm welcome and hospitality. 
2. Updates from ANSP’s
2.1 Airservices Australia:  Chris McCormack (ATC Line Manager, International Programs).

Some changes to personnel and points of contact following a significant restructure in 2017. Signed contract with Thales Australia to build and deliver the new Civil Military ATM System, as part of the ‘OneSKY’ program which also includes new operations and equipment rooms. New Voice switch will be rolled out over the next 18 months and provides improved functionality and flexibility. Integrated Cairns TCU into Brisbane Centre and Adelaide TCU into Melbourne Centre. INTAS (Integrated Tower Automation Suite) upgrades for all major towers except Sydney are complete, and now using electronic strips and providing greater flexibility and contingency measures. New Parallel RWY in Brisbane in 2020 and Melbourne in 2022, requiring new consoles in the tower, controller training, new NAVaids and airspace procedures on track for successful completion in Brisbane with Melbourne to follow, but seem to be on track and hitting milestones.  Airservices 5 year ATM plan has been published which focuses on the areas of Aerodrome services, Information Services and Airspace services.

2.2 Tahiti:  Joel Laulan SEAF-PF

 ADS-B Oct 2017 5 stations installations 5 remote sites. Have members coming from France and Australia to help. July 2019 Tier 1 implementation.  During remainder of 2019 installation of seven more ADS-B stations coupled with VHF extensions on phase 2, end of 2019.  Implementation of Tier 3 by mid-2020 with a goal of Tier 1 everywhere and in 2024 Radar decommissioning. 

Jan 2019, DO260 and above to be mandatory above FL195 all aircraft.
ADS-B communication Times trial newsletter in French/English. Targets Airspace users. 

DARP Project Experimental operation phase 1 from June 1 to 31 of August 2016 Malfunctions identified and solved on March 2017 with a software upgrade New experimental phase until June 2018 due to a too small sample size Option of expanding the sample. Have not implemented FP conflict probe is a major issue on safety assessment for DARP expansion.
Positive response at the request made by major South Pacific airlines to stop SELCAL CHECK when entering Tahiti oceanic airspace. 

Tahiti are PBCS as of 29 March 2018 and have received letter from ICAO BKK office to clarify PBCS implementation strategy. 

Have had an increase in transpacific services with more than 2009 overflights in 2017 up from 1434 in 2016.  

Still ‘No Name FIR’ Issue,), East of Tahiti North of Easter Island West of Peru and South of Mazatlán. The idea is to create Clipperton FIR Last 27 November 2017 had communication with Mazatlán. Perhaps a short-term solution would be to create a corridor.  Currently contact SF Radio or Tahiti.  Another option would be for Tahiti take the West Part and someone in South America take the East Part. This is important for Search and Rescue mission. Currently looking and waiting for solutions to the issue. Gene Cameron raised questioned whether it is in the Pacific Region or Central America. He feels it is time to take action as ANZ, Australia, and UAL all operate in this area. Many years of no activity and feels as though it is time to do something on. Working with IATA office in North America (Miami) to get answers. In addition, issue with Biz jets coming from Mexico going to Bora Bora. It is complicated and uncomfortable for pilots.
2.3 Fiji AT:- Ivan Wong 
Working on RNAV procedures as Nadi airport without a SID and still using VOR. 

Nadi – RNAV GNS app RWY 27 and RNav Rwy 09.  More STARS to come in later this year and early next year.  RNAV and VNAV in second quarter of 2019.
Signed LOA with ANZ, still going through proposal with AS Australia. Discussing in more depth with FAA. Look forward to regional Template for CRA. Have installed an ILS at NADI and just awaiting testing and certification.  Also plan to install ILS at SUVA, Nasori 2019 with runway upgrade in 2019. VS communication system almost complete with Phase 1 and phase 2 to be completed in 2018. VHF radio upgrade. 
Shailendra “Panda” Pandaram Presented-Airways Fiji Plan for Surveillance. Everything is done procedurally. Do not have surveillance. Short term and long term
Fiji currently have ADS-B antenna and the move to surveillance in Fiji is starting now.  Signed contract in February with ADACEL who will be key supplier. 
It makes sense to work with one supplier to minimize training and adaptation to new system. Carrying out factory acceptance testing in Montreal in March this year.  Objective of the plan will consider infrastructure, aircraft capabilities, delivery of safety capacity and efficiency, stakeholder requirements both internal and external.
Service to start in 2019 – 2020 with full surveillance by 2020. Operation in tandem initially with both procedurally and with Surveillance. By this time next year hope to have service from mid-day to 7pm to optimize traffic and training.
Benefits – PBN Routes, SIDS/STARS. Continuous climb, continuous descent, Predictable flight path to reduce pilot workload, safer operation, and economic benefit. Showed a concept diagram of how it would benefit pilots not having to go all the way out to the NDB for the ILS approach.  
Technical – Networks and staff planning to be integrated process. 

Key is we need to work together to make this happens so everyone can benefit. Expressed the importance to talk with the customers (Fiji Airways, ANZ).  Mike Tuner made comment it is going to be busy with which Panda agreed.

2.4 Santiago Oceanic Area Control Centre Chile:  Fransisco Uzidea 

General description and outline of FIR’s, including Easter Island FIR, outlining boundaries and neighbors. Due to lack of AIDC ground to ground means of coordination uses mostly AFTN and international telephone lines and rarely ground to ground HF.  Santiago Oceanic Area Provides control in Class A airspace to the north (7degs lat), and class G to the South Pole. To do that we use FANS1A (ADS-C/CPDLC 85.7%), VHF/HF 14.3%. SSR is 6% and ADS-C is 94%. Since May 2014 we are NAV10 RNP Separation and apply 50nm lat and long along with Mach number technique. Northern Part is 26,496 in part with Radar and VHF com and roughly 4000 using FANS1/A . ACC centre reaches almost 200,000 movements with Santiago OAC at 172,000 movements per year. Doubled the growth from 6% to 12% of traffic crossing the Pacific Ocean.  We now are embarking on a project to develop software for AIDC.  Another project is RNP4 implementation and finally RCP/RSP and PBCS monitoring.
2.5 NZZO Brief by Paul Radford. 

ATM replacement project underway. NZ currently operates two systems OCS for Oceanic and Skyline for Domestic.  Airways has signed contract with Liedos to replace the current systems with a single system – an updated Skyline with oceanic functionality added (Skyline X). 

We are currently working through final software enhancements to the OCS system before software development resources are committed to the new ATM development. Enhancements to be completed in 2018 include ADS-C climb descent procedure, and RNP2 separations. Completed an upgrade to the HF operators interface in 2017

PBCS was implemented on 29 March with around 52% of aircraft now filing PBCS status. CRA website hosted by Airways has seen considerable activity with PBCS, and 829 aircraft operators are now registered. Website also now hosts the PBCS Charter and also PBCS performance data. 
Upgrade to HF air-ground services had been completed with airlog interface and remote control systems for rx and tx both developed by our own software team.
2.6 PNG presented by Phil Irvine

Modernization Program – ATM Transition largely on track, VHF/HF projects delayed due to security and contractor issues, ADS-B sites rely on VHF project power and communication infrastructures the ADS-B project is also delayed.
ATM Transition - Plan disrupted due to unrecoverable failure of current FDP. Interim transition of APP/ARR onto new ASD and processors (limited processing), approach/arrivals interim transition on 30th April.  Area transition mid Q3 2018.  Approach/Arrivals (full transition) and Tower Late Q3 2018. Flight service post APEC 2018.  
Communications – First new VHF operational including redundant links.  Two new VHF sites rendered unusable through local landowner interventions now sourcing alternate sites. Have to get power and still struggling to power communication and security. Remaining VHF sites by end of 2018. HF delayed indefinitely due to contractor issues. 


Surveillance – Second ADS-B installed providing data for evaluation eventual going to 5NM sep standard above FL245. Model testing in early June.  New radar tower is right next to the existing tower so radars are interfering with each other necessitating blanked sectors. Liaising with SITA regarding a duplicated link.  Expect commissioning in July to enable ADS/C CPDLC Q3 2018 AIDC Testing planned for July.
2.7 FAA – Dustin Byerly 

Can find updates from ZAK on their website for all things Oceanic. 

PBCS implemented on 3/28/18. ATOP automatically checks FPL for correct codes. No increase in workload observed for Controllers with approximately 40% of traffic filing the appropriate codes.  UPR guidance on 19 of 22 UPR Tracks.  Currently have high-level UPR currently with two Pacific trials (Anchorage and Oakland FIRs having indefinite life spans.  Slides showing Oceanic Equipage and breakdown of traffic flow by percentages. Wallcharts slides show over 850 flights a day in FIR along with Clearance request and ATC clearance data, RNP10, RNP4, CPDLC and HF usage.  Noted that DARP is trending down, (labor intensive – users), still available though. Pacific 2 tailored arrival had to be suspended end of March due to publications omitting an IAF for transition. Hoping by November in 2018 to have a solution. Commercial Space and Missile defense continue to take up a lot of band-width at Oakland with their presence increasing in the airspace. Working hard with users to minimize impact with Airlines and other users. Wake Island still available for ETOPS divert with military activity with procedures in place if required.  VOLKAM exercises, Oceanic Contingency briefly touched on but will be covered in meeting Added radar feed from HCF into ATOP KZAK but data not used for radar separation but for conformance monitoring. In the process of turning on a number of new radars and have had it running in the lab with just a few clerical issues holding it back at this stage but hope to be live by May 2018.  Added radar from HCF to KZAK with remainders of West Coast into KZAK in 2019.  Space Based ADAS-B still waiting for procedures to be determined by FAA.  SENEAM an AIDC connected between Oakland and Mazatlán was established in March in 2015. Mazatlán is working on a capability to apply ATC services in their oceanic FIR Date TBD. Discussed future meetings.
2.8 JCAB - Toshiyuki Masuda 

PBCS as scheduled about 30% of datalink aircraft are certified, with some airlines advising problems with certification. UPR has been reduced including westbound high altitude and considering introduction Eastbound High altitude routes by the end of this year.  ADS-C by March of 2020. 
3. Updates from Airlines
3.1 Air New Zealand :– Mark Shepherd 

Two more 787 arriving this year. First of 14 A321 Neos arrive in September on Tasman and Pacific Island routes.  Air New Zealand announced yesterday an increased capacity on the Tasman routes up 20% from October 2017.  Two new long haul routes also announced, Auckland Taipei and Auckland Chicago returns.
3.2 Fiji Airways: – Michael Truman
Opened with some beautiful pictures of Fiji and some of the Airline’s island destinations. Presented a fleet overview. 4 A 330, 2 A330 on 4yr short term lease from Etihad, 5 B737, 2 ATR72, 1 ATR42, twin Otters are being replaced by Vikings.  Five New 737 Max 8 with the first arriving in November 2018.  FJI/FJA a diverse route structure. Along with small local mainland and island destinations the international routes include Los Angeles, San Francisco, Hong Kong, Singapore, Honolulu, Adelaide and Japan in July18.  Government owned and as a result provide loss making services especially domestically.  Due to Fiji’s Island isolated alternate airports for aircraft can provides challenging.  Nasori Runway currently being upgraded from 1830m/30m to 1250/45m. 2hours island holding fuel on wide body jets. Nadi creates operational challenges with its geography.  They have operational challenges with tailwind departures and payload issues.  Procedural airspace limits the capacity for aircraft landing to the north on 02 and departing on 20 creating a lot of departure delays.  RNP PAR will provide an effective solution allowing traffic flow on to both runways but this may then cause ground movement challenges with no parallel taxiways.  We can anticipate major investment focused on improving Nadi airport as well.  Operation is seasonal due to tropical weather (slides) and have a Crisis Management Centre, which proves very effective when cyclone events occur.  The airline often ferries fuel as opposed to paying island prices, which can be up to 3x the local price effecting payload.   Mike spoke about the unique challenges the island of Kiribati poses as the island shrinks and the locals use the airport land for recreation. Growth annually for the airline is targeted at 8%. Just announced $95 Million FJD (aprx $45 million US) profit. 
3.3 Hawaiian Airlines:   Jack Vandelaar
No comments from HAL. 

3.4  Qantas : 

3.5 United Airlines :- Gene Cameron 

Concern with WX deviation as well as UPR effecting separation with PBCS and non PBCS certification.  Gene has reminded pilots to request the minimal deviation and return to route as soon as possible.  Brought up the point that they could benefit with reduced separation based on HF communication with Space based ADS-B.  Working with IATA in Miami and the ICAO office in Mexico City for procedure establishment for the ‘NO Name ‘FIR.  Swift Broadband on 777ER. & 787-10 will come with ADSB-in.  First US operator to receive the B787/10 ADSB-in. As of today we will be the first operator to gain 240 min ETOPS with FAA with our first official flight likely to be Houston to Sydney.  HF datalink has been turned off with ATC access. 
4. Review of Work Conducted since ISPACG/31
4.1 FIT/25 Update : Brad Cornell
Recommendation to ISPACG states to adopt latency monitor for implementation.  Further, work to standardize latency time and the methodology for achieving an uplink to the airplane. Trying to get a global standard. 
Recommend ISPACG states adopt PBCS monitoring form proposed in WP3.  There was some discussion regarding a satellite issue causing a large outage but the consensus still seems to be to watch and monitor these outages as the trend seems to be going up again.  
4.2 ICAO- Braks Etta  (IP-11 and IP-12)
Read the CRV update and FAA implementation plan.  PCCW awarded contract still awaiting PCCW signature. Asia aeronautical network. US, Australia, Fiji, and New Zealand planned for August 2018. Discussed current telecommunications Issues. Aim for each state to sign up individually with PCCW. Four member pilot project to evaluate the service.  Japan signed contract in December 2017. With Hong Kong, China and Philippines 2nd quarter of 2018.  Discussed common regional VPN (CRV) with existing situation and the establishment of a regional network. PNG plans to adopt CRV. 
Asia Pacific ICAO update with outline of ICAO BKK. All sup-groups report up to ATM. Provides ICAO with report from ISPACG and reports ICAO to ISPACG. 
First meeting of SWIM in BKK in May and chose new chairperson who is actively assigning tasks and will report out with SWIM update. 
Steve Kelly Air New Zealand  Asks - Does ICAO expect feedback? ICAO realizes there are many members that attend ISPACG do not attend ICAO. They want the contribution and send out the word of what is going on. ICAO is interested in letting ANSP’s know what is going on and are they open to feedback. Steve has concerns about Kiribas FIR and wants to give feedback as it is not for any group to make decisions on airspace best known to themselves. Oceanic is not moneymaker and he does not see valid diplomatic initiative for another oceanic FIR to be established. How can we give feedback in an effective way from this forum? Each paragraph has WP that do not give enough time for us as a group to go through. Paul Radford states that if a member state has interests in those topics then they should be attending those meetings. Purpose of ISPACG is not to respond to every single issue brought up. Many people are not aware of requirements. If concerned, references can be given, from which they can then can go on and apply more attention to the particular query or subject.
4.3 IATA – Gene Cameron – (for Blair Cowles)
PBCS updates wanted 
Ongoing work in Montreal to address issue with Mazatlán issue. 

4.4 PARMO – Julia Fuller for Christine Faulk (WP-04)
Pacific Approvals Registry and Monitoring Organization. Both Regional Monitoring Agency and En Route Monitoring Agency and AAMA monitor for the South Pacific. Now collecting PBCS approval information. PARMO will collect and maintain RCP 240 and RSP 180 state approvals. Provide RSP 240 and RSP 190 approval information to PARMO or their designated EMA/RMA. Ensure that the ANSP’s provide monthly vertical, lateral, and longitudinal incident reports to the PARMO. Provide the December traffic sample Data (TSD) to the PARMO, the TSD should include AC call sign, registration mark, filed item 10 information, and aircraft position data including FL see PARMO website for template or email. 
4.5 PBCS FIT Asia 7 Briefing – Paul Radford
Convened to review and report on regional readiness for PBCS implementation on 29th of March. APANPIRG/28 agreed the chair and vice chair be empowered to consider and if necessary change the current transition arrangements for the implementation of PBCS provisions by PAAC ANSP’s in the event that FIT Asia recommended such action. 

PBCS Charter facilitated co-operation among stakeholders. Also provides an alternate mana of compliance with the PBCS contractual provision between aircraft operator air navigation services providers (ANSP and their respective communication service providers (CSP’s) 

The meeting agreed that the APAC Regional PBCS implementation Strategy include reference to the PBCS Charger and the Asia Pacific states aircraft operator and communications service providers be urged to sign up to it. 

Added to transition plan para 6 administered on CRA website http://www.fans-cra.com
RMA PBCS Terms of Reference provided information discussion the long term plans for the RMA to support the PBCS. 

DOC 7030 procedures outlined that DOC 7030 procedures for performance-based separation in airspace over the high seas had not been aligned with the provisions of annexes 6 and 11 and the PANS ATM applicable since November 2016. Administrations planned to continue to apply performance-based operations in airspace over the high seas were obliged to ensure doc 7030 supported PBCS operations

Presented paper that was published in CANSO magazine about PBCS implementation written by Vince McMenamy and Theresa Brewer. To be added to the minutes 

4.6 Update on PBCS at ZOA - Julia Fuller 

PBCS Implementation since 29th of March with filing percentage and other states that give overview of how PBCS is impacting ZAK airspace. Data given at KZAK from March 28th to April 7th. Started at 10% of FANS Traffic filling to 30-50% currently. List of current operator and type of aircraft that are filing PBCS in KZAK FIR. April 6th 2018 at 1630Z, 51% filed PBCS and on April 7th 2018 2330Z 23% filed PBCS. Proven to be useful is the CDP usage and it has continuing to trend at about 3 to 4 times before to now 11 to 12 times. 
4.7 Oceanic Contingency Planning OCP -John Wennes  (WP-03) 
Idea was presented and the option to come up with a regional contingency plan. It is daunting and unrealistic to put numbers on a contingency situation. Numbers given in paper were not meant to set guidelines or specific target goals. Perry Mathews (CAA) discussed the challenges of coming up with a regional contingency plan. Dustin Byerly gave insight and thought that we need to go through and come up with some sort of option. Coleen Hawrysko brought up the fact that NAT Doc 006 started after September 11th and it is a long process. It is incumbent to put something on paper should something happen. Steve Kelly (ANZ) stated there was a contingency plan that come up with procedures. Have the discussion for what we can and can’t do in order to keep air traffic going. Chris Mccormick stated the need for at least having some sort of document with numbers. Phil Irvine gave insight from experience. Mike Turner commented that it was the perfect type of discussion to have for a planning team meeting. 
4.8 Weather Deviation Requests -Allan London (WP-05) 
Follows on from WP 7 and 12 from ISPACG 31. Have action to distribute power point presentation to distribute to ANSP to give to the airlines. Most common themes with weather related requests. Excessive deviations either side of track requested but aircraft utilizing only one direction for extended periods of time. The number of initial weather deviations requests. Gave break down of direction of deviation with Left, Right and Either side of track. 50% of aircraft deviated 20-39nm Majority was 21-40nm. Chart with given with breakdown of airlines and percentage of deviation. Consider magnitude of the deviation report back on route when the deviation is not being used. Steve Kelly asked if other ANSP’s have similar issues with users. Dustin Byerly reported blocks are more of an issue than deviations. Fiji Airports reports aircraft have the same deviation requests with large amounts airspace being requested. Phil Irvine asked if airlines are requesting it or is that what is being approved with the presentation. Allen London remarked he would like to think it is a crew training issue. Trouble is coordination is required 30 minutes prior to adjacent airspace FIR. Airways Australia do we look at is a group not to approve large-scale weather deviation? Fiji also commented there is a problem for them as well. Steve Kelly requested the data be de-identified in order for users to be able to rectify any training deficiencies that may be contributing.  Gene and Steve Kelly with pass on to RCG regional IATA. It is not useful information if it is not identifiable.  
Action Item been taken and no ANSP’s objected to giving de-identified data to Steve Kelly and Gene Cameron. Allen London will follow-up. 
4.9 Reintroduce PT meeting – John Wennes
Group consensus was to have meeting prior to FIT. Joel advised the intention was to focus on two or three things prior to the meeting. Know each other in a small circle. Steve Kelly is worried it could be perceived it was only for ANSP’s. We are in an agreement to have a planning team but need to ensure of who will be involved.  A revision to the terms of reference will not be needed and include regional contingency planning as part of PT.

IP-02   Agreed Reroute Procedure -Presented by DGAC CHILE, Francisco Uzieda

IP-03 Version Procedure – Presented by DGAC CHILE, Francisco Uzieda

Steve Kelly asked if the FPL version number requirement has been passed to other airlines.  Confirmed still with LAN at this stage with Qantas involvement in future.  Mat Fraser confirmed that it is an ATC remark for ATC benefit as opposed to a required addition in flight planning.  

IP-04 AIC5 Update – Presented by DGAC CHILE, Francisco Uzieda

Action by the committee to accept the information Papers 02,03 and 04.
5. Review Open Action Items ISPACG/31 
AI 25-2 Speed Variation Concern – Dustin Beyerly FAA
Unannounced speed changes in KZAK airspace
Gave verbiage for speed changes out of ICAO annex with users making speed change of Mach .02 or greater must inform ATC and provided data from the first ten days of each month. Data showed the relationship of speed changes attributed to weather. Conclusion that aircrews are not fully complying with procedures.   If going to reduce separation standards then KZAK may have to assign speeds.
 Jean Francois Bousque – Airbus, setting up procedures in north Atlantic considering to operate within M0.01 of assigned speed.

Gene Cameron - UAL request to identify carriers and request further specifics in order for flight ops to be able to educate crew when, where flight number and date.   Data confirmed looking at ADS-c and not HF due to data collection constraints.

Action Item: Gene requested flight number and date and Dustin proposed as an action item to follow-up with. 
Dustin advised he had shared data with Blair Cowles (IATA) and tries to get data out as much as possible at all meetings.
Allan London-(Airways NZX)  asked after the progress on what IATA is currently doing regarding this.  Steve Kelly (ANZ) added that there is concern that airlines are losing their operating efficiency with lack of pilot information in this area.  Asked whether there is electronic automatic way to glean the data from the aircraft. 

Paul Radford- (Airways NZ)- explained that NZZO do this but up to the controller whether and how it is applied to the profile.  Paul stated SASPI may not be aware of the extent of the issue and formal information from this meeting to be passed on
Action Item:  ISPACG should include a detailed report to go through to SASPI and ATM OPS Panel. Dustin agrees that anything formal from ISPACG would be appropriate.

Central Reporting Agency (CRA Website) (NZZO) – Paul Radford _Airways New Zealand

To encourage more airlines to the CRA website. Made recommendation to leave action item open for one more year then consider closing 
AI 27-2
SATCOM Voice Capabilities in NZAIP (IP01 & IP06/07)
IP-01 Chris McCormack – Air Services Australia
Trial successfully completed.  Meeting invited to note contents of paper.

 Mike Turner - Airways asked where Nadi was regards to their position on SATCOM . Ivan Wong advised not currently supported but can call Aircraft if required and will publish SATVoice capability in next AIRAC cycle. Action Item
Allan London – Airways suggested that those who do to tick the ‘box’ and Brad suggested that those who don’t have a timeframe.  Ivan confirmed Nadi will publish their capabilities to support SATCOM in the next AIRAC cycle. Action Item
Brad Cornell asked when ANSP’s will have SATVOICE. Chart or table? 
Michael Hooper – IRIDIUM spoke to the continuity of SATCOM numbers for ANS providers to set up a number profile with them and emphasized their position in the global delivery of this capability.

Joel Laulan – SEAC-PF do not have HF operator so the limitation for them would be that the controller would have to monitor and use another coms device in addition to those currently used.

Michael Cooper stated that Iridium could supply SATVOICE as a further step with a coordinated response. If they default to SATCOM, it automatically calls INMARSAT. Can set up long number through Iridium and give ANSP’s capability.
