Examples of Night Event Special Provisions (3-20-2009 Changes)
As appropriate, include the applicable special provisions in addition to the special provisions in paragraph A of this section for events conducted at night ( See Paragraph 3-143. 28).
1.  Aerobatic demonstrations at night shall be confined to 1 NM on either side of the show center along a well-defined, lighted show line.

2.  Aerobatic demonstrations at night shall be confined to altitudes above 500 feet AGL and below 5,000 feet AGL.

3.  The minimum weather conditions at night require a cloud base no lower than 2,500 feet and 3 statute miles visibility.

4.  Aircraft position lights must be operating except while pyrotechnics on the aircraft are illuminated unless 14 CFR Part 91.209 is waived when performance is conducted wholly  within Class C, D or TFR airspace.
5.  When pyrotechnics are illuminated, operations over persons are prohibited at any altitude.
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
