Fellowship Curriculum Overview

Fellows’ primary experience will be within the Congressional or Executive office to which they are assigned. Each fellow will serve as an aerospace technical expert on matters of import to the head of his or her assigned office. For example, a fellow may serve as an expert liaison and researcher for a Congressional committee whose calendar includes aerospace matters.

FAA Experience
In addition to fellows’ experience in Congress or the Executive Branch, fellows will participate in FAA program activities to further develop their aerospace and professional skills. FAA program activities will include the following:

FAA Line of Business/Staff Office Meetings (monthly)
Each month the fellow will meet (at FAA) for a technical discussion. The goal of these meetings will be to familiarize the fellows with each Line of Business and Staff Office (LOB/SO) in the FAA. This aspect of the program will provide fellows with a global perspective of FAA and the scope of the agency’s work. These meetings will also provide fellows with an opportunity to network with staff and provide LOBs/SOs with the opportunity to think about fellows as future employees. Monthly meetings may be incorporated into one of the FAA tours below.

FAA Tours
The fellows will have an opportunity to view operations at the center of FAA’s safety mission, which may include the following:
1. Tour of tower at DCA
2. Tour of TRACON and Command Center in Vint Hill
3. Tour of the William J. Hughes Technical Center in Atlantic City
4. Tour of Cape Canaveral and Kennedy Space Center (budget allowing).
5. Tour of Mike Monroney Aeronautical Center (budget allowing),

Final Project
Each fellow will complete a final paper or comparable presentation summary of his or her fellowship experience. The paper and/or presentation will describe the fellow’s takeaways and lessons learned. The fellow can use information captured at monthly meetings, their assignment experience and tour to complete his or her final project.
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
