[bookmark: _GoBack]This video uses animation to depict aircraft flying two different flight paths to JFK airport’s runway 13L/R.

On the left side of the screen, the conventional ILS approach is shown which takes the aircraft further west before turning toward the runway.

At the same time, in the center of the screen, a special NextGen GPS-based approach is shown. The procedure depicted, currently used by JetBlue, features a more direct flight path to the runway, which is much closer to the airport than the ILS approach. 

The animation zooms into a closer view of the NextGen GPS-based procedure in the center of the screen, with the conventional procedure depicted near the top of the screen.

The view changes to a side-by-side view with the NextGen GPS-based procured on the left and the conventional approach on the right. Both aircraft begin to turn toward the runway. The aircraft flying the NextGen GPS-based procedure is much closer to the airport. The aircraft using the conventional procedure is further away from the airport.
